Venue and Directions 

The SSSI citation for this large area of Bodmin Moor pretty well describes the area – you will gather 
that runnability is good but possibly wet. 

“Bodmin Moor occupies much of the central part of east Cornwall. It is remarkable as a moorland both 
for its low altitude: between 230 m in the valley bogs and 420 m at the summit of Brown Willy, and for 
the Atlantic elements in its flora and fauna with a number of species known only from south-west 
Britain. The site is of particular importance as the only upland massif in Cornwall and for the extensive 
area of semi-natural vegetation, which includes examples of a range of upland plant communities: wet 
heath, dry grassland, valley bogs, blanket bogs and crags. The area incorporates several catchments each 
with a range of wetland communities supporting a number of rare and local plants.”  

Various map references are given below to identify the entry to car parking which is on hard 
standing - essentially old RAF airfield dispersal areas.

The parking will only be signed from the A395 near the Davidstow Cheese factory if approaching 
from Launceston or off the A39 if approaching from Camelford. 



Terrain, Map and Safety bearing 

The area is fast, open moorland, with no gorse or bracken in the parts used, and few trees. The high 
runnability is reflected in the relatively long courses compared to those on many other areas in 
Cornwall. 

There are many animals (sheep, ponies and cattle) grazing on the area. Please try to avoid overly 
startling them, particularly cows with calves.  For this reason, there are no dogs allowed on courses. 

The map, printed by BML, is 1:10000 on A4 for all courses and for Brown and Blue will be double 
sided. 

Control descriptions will be printed on the maps and loose control descriptions will be available at 
registration/download. 

The safety bearing for courses Yellow to Green, as well as Parts 1 & 3 [in other words the beginning 
and end of the course] of the Blue and Brown courses, is due north (0¡). 

For Part 2 of the Blue and Brown courses, on Buttern Hill, the safety bearing is due west (270¡).

SPORTident will be used and will be SIAC enabled.

Results (provisional) will be displayed on the day and ASAP on the KERNO website.
